The Otakijo castle has a long history. The current castle building is a reconstruction of the one that Tadakatsu Honda built
in 1590 by permission from Shogun Ieyasu Tokugawa. Its inside serves as a museum and various materials related to the
history of Otaki town are exhibited.

[History] Its origin is back in the Middle Ages. In 1590, Tadakatsu Honda constructed the
original of the current castle by permission from Ieyasu Tokugawa, founder of Tokugawa
Shogunate. The Honda clan was transferred in three generations to another district by
Tokugawa Shognate. There were several lords before haihan-chiken (abolishment of the
feudal domain system and introduction of the prefectural system) in 1871. All the buildings
#®-~ including the castle within the castle walls were burned down in 1842. The castle was
abandoned then. The current castle was rebuilt in 1975 with a multi-storied museum inside.
[Museum Inside] In the Edo period, there were four social classes: shi (samurai warriors),
no (farmers), ko (craftsmen), and sho (merchants), The exhibition shows us the real life of
all four classes of the period..
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It is the only gate that survived
abolition of feudal domains and
establishment of prefectures in 1871, and was
relocated and restored by the entrance of Otaki High
4 School which was built in the secondary enclosure of
the castle. The original of the current gate was likely
rebuilt in 1844.

There used to be 25 wells in Ni-no-maru, the second bailey
and San-no-maru, the third bailey of Otakijo Castle. The well
in Ni-no-maru is the largest, 17 meters around. It was dug
when Tadakatsu Honda built the castle in 1590. During the
Edo period, it was an azumaya (square gazebo) style building
with cedar bark roofing and octagon pillars arranged in
parallel crosses. Attached to the beam are 8 pulleys and 16
tsurube buckets to draw water from below.It shows how high
the fortification technology of the time was.

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Watanabe Family's Residence Eaxf=®

Designated as National Important Cultural Property. It is
the house of the purveyor for the Otakijo castle and was
built in April, 1849. It is a typical house and store of the
large merchant at that time. Its store appearance includes
a lattice door, and a raising shoji sliding screen and ground
eaves. On the second floor are employee's rooms. In the

back of the store, there are a living room, a Buddhist altar
room, a kitchen, a drawing room, and an
inner room. The inner room is shoinzukuri
